1. Introduction and recap

After a quick introduction of the participants who were all new to the WG, the WG chairs gave a brief recap of the WG initial objectives and the concluded deliverables: 
· The NFI WG website on which existing tools and best practices are compiled and shared regularly
· The draft curriculum, for training modules on NFI practices that have been identified through a number of consultations
 Added topics to be included in the modules of the curriculum, such as “aid diversion” (under procurement and/or accountability), basics of warehousing (under procurement)
· The GSC commitment issued by the GSC SAG to advocate for removal of single use plastic wrapping from NFI kits.
 follow up with procurement departments regarding new specifications (Cecilia & Renee)


2. Discussion on possible new topics of interest 

· New topics of interest mentioned and discussed were:
· The development of environmentally friendlier alternatives for tarpaulin 
· Fuel and energy sources for cooking, heating and lighting, as they often fall under NFI
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Discussion was also had on modalities and a query was made for the Global Shelter Cluster to look into how modalities have changed over time and what kind of impact that has on intended beneficiaries

All participants considered these topics as highly relevant for NFI practitioners and interesting to share existing resources and related experience from operations. However, all agreed that both topics were well beyond the scope of the working group and would merit a separate WG and research efforts.


3. Way forward regarding the trainings

· HUMLOG and Oxford Brookes flagged interest to involve in the development of the training modules 
· It was agreed that the WG chairs would draft a first concept note to start working jointly on a funding proposal.
· If funding is obtained, the WG participants will be consulted during the development of the modules to ensure that content and style match expectations of future users.
