TENANCY AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT IS MADE THIS _______ DAY OF____________
BETWEEN

AND

_________________________________________ an adult female Cameroonian, resident at __________________________ and holder of National Identity Card No _____________ issued on the _______________ at ______________, (hereinafter referred to as the TENANT on the Second part.)

WHERE IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS

 In consideration of the rents and the lessee’s covenants hereinafter reserved and contained, the Landlord lets onto the tenant an apartment/room house comprising of ___ bedrooms, _____parlor, ____toilets, and __________________, situated at ___________________, (hereinafter referred to as “Demised premises”);
To hold unto the Tenant from the ____ day of _________ 2022 for an unspecified duration Yielding and Paying Rents fixed at _____________________________ {amount in words and figures}FCFA per month.
The parties hereby agree that the non-respect of this agreement shall constitute a fundamental breach of the contract, which may warrant its immediate termination.
Section 1: USAGE AND PAYMENT
1. The Tenant shall use the demised premises exclusively as a dwelling.
2. The tenant shall pay the rent monthly to the landlord who shall issue a receipt to the tenant as proof of payment. 
Section 2: TRANSFORMATION OR MODIFICATION OF THE BUILDING
The Tenant may modify the interior of the demised premises affixing partitioning devices, internal decorations and fixtures as he may deem fit. All such partitioning devices, decorations and fixtures by the tenant on the wall, floor and ceiling shall be of a non-permanent nature and must be notified to the landlord prior to execution.
Section 3: STATE OF THE PREMISES

The Tenant shall keep the premises and the fixtures thereto in good condition and repairs (reasonable wear and tear noted). At the expiration of this tenancy, the tenant shall deliver up the premises in good state in which it was given to tenant. An amount as agreed by the parties hereby referred to as ‘caution’ may be requested from the tenant and kept by the landlord for such repairs.
Section 4: REPAIRS

1. The Tenant shall be responsible for the cost of repairs attributable to him/her. This includes those mentioned in section 3 above. Where the tenant is unable to carry out the repairs, the landlord may use the caution to carry out the said repairs.
2. Upon the completion of the repairs which amount is backed by cash receipts, the landlord shall pay any balance to the tenant. In a situation where the cost of repairs exceeds the caution, the tenant shall pay the balance to the landlord.

3. The landlord shall repair any damage to the house caused by earthquake, rainstorm, or other natural disaster arising through no fault of the tenant.
Section 5:  MUNICIPAL REGULATION
The Tenant shall comply with all Township regulations of the Buea Municipality touching on such aspects as public order maintenance, proper waste disposal, general hygiene and any other rules related to the sanitary condition of the premises.  
Section 6: ELECTRICITY, WATER AND OTHER BILLS
1. Electricity and water bills shall be borne by the tenant who is also expected to pay the bills regularly to avoid any interruption by the distributing company. 

2. In case of any interruption which may include the disconnection of the meter resulting from accumulated bills by the tenant, the cost of reinstallation including any penalties shall be borne by the tenant. 
Section 7: ASSIGNMENT OF LEASE

The Tenant shall not assign or sublet the said premises without the knowledge of the Landlord.
Section 8: QUIET ENJOYMENT

The Landlord hereby covenants that upon the Tenant performing and observing all the above covenants herein contained, the Tenant shall quietly hold and enjoy the demised premises during the said term without interruption by the Landlord or any person claiming through or in trust for him.

Section 9: TERMINATION OF TENANCY
1. This tenancy agreement may be terminated in the following the non-respect of the obligations of any of the parties. These may include the following, which also constitute a fundamental breach of this tenancy agreement:
a. The nonpayment of rents as stipulated in this agreement. 
b. Subletting the house without written authorization and consent of the landlord
2. Either party to this agreement may terminate the tenancy by giving Two (2) months notice of termination in writing.
Section 10: DISPUTES/ GOVERNING LAWS

Any disputes arising from the implementation of this tenancy agreement shall be brought before the competent courts at the location of the dwelling. However, the parties may decide to seek an out of court settlement prior to any legal action.
